SCEPTICISM ARRIVAL OF WORLD’S FIRST “CLONED BABY”

The birth of the world’s first human clone, a girl called Eve, was claimed by a controversial biotechnology company linked with the Raelian sect, called Clonaid.

However there was no independent evidence to support the announcement. Brigitte Bosselier, director of Clonaid, told a press conference in Hollywood, Florida, that the baby was the clone of a 31-year-old US citizen, already a mother, with an infertile husband. Dr. Boisselier said that Clonaid would provide independent proof that the baby had been cloned. In the absence of evidence that Eve and her mother are genetically identical, scientists and fertility experts were very sceptical about the claim, especially because Dr. Boisselier admitted that four more cloned babies will be born, one in America, one from Europe and two from Asia.

However  in Rome Dr. Severino Antinori, the controversial Italian fertility specialist, said that Clonaid had no scientific credibility; he felt disconcerted because this announcement from Clonaid just created much more confusion about those who carry out serious research and those who do not. Clonaid was set up in 1997 to clone the first human being by a former French journalist who calls himself Rael. His “Raelian movement” believes that extraterrestrials created mankind and that cloning is the “first step in the quest for eternal life”. The headquarters is in Quebec, Canada. 

Even if the USA have no federal legislation that bans cloning, the FDA maintains that implanting a human embryo into a woman is illegal without FDA approval, both for safety and ethical reasons.  The FDA will certainly investigate on the case. Clonaid claims they used the “nuclear transfer” technique developed by the Roslin Institute in Scotland, which led to the birth of Dolly the sheep in 1997. Most bilogists say that this technique would be dangerous to apply to humans because there is a high risk of genetic abnormalities. Carl Feldbaum, president of the US Biotechnology Industry Organisation said: “If this announcement is true, we hope that the child will be healthy and will have a loving family”.
